EARLY YEARS FOUNDATION STAGE
All practitioners are guided by the Statutory Early Years Foundation Stage Framework when providing quality care and education for all children. The EYFS framework:
· sets the standards that all early years providers must meet to ensure that children learn and develop well

· ensures children are kept healthy and safe

· ensures that children have the knowledge and skills they need to start school

The seven areas of learning and development which play a big part of our curriculum are:

Prime areas:

· Communication and language

· Personal, social and emotional development

· Physical development

Specific areas:

· Literacy

· Mathematics

· Understanding the world

· Expressive arts and design

At Georgie Porgie Nursery we use ‘Famly’, a nursery management software that provides us with an all- in-one solution for communication, learning journals and invoicing. When observing children’s development, practitioners are able to upload observations, comment on how and what children have learnt and use it as a tool for monitoring progress. Once a parent has been invited to set up the app, they are able to view their child’s learning journal and become a part of it, by sharing learning moments, special occasions, etc. This partnership with parents ensures a holistic approach to education for children. 

EYFS PROGRESS CHECK AT AGE 2

At some point after children turn 2, the professionals working with them must give a written summary of how they are progressing against the 3 prime areas of learning. This summary will highlight what is working well for children and what they may need extra help and support with. It is recommended that this is shared with other professionals such as health visitors, who can use it as part of their health and development review. 

At Georgie Porgie Nursery, we carry out this check when children are approximately 2 ½ years old, when they are due to move from Little Hedgehogs to the Little Squirrels group.
OUR GROUPS
Little Bunnies

0 – 18 months approx
Staff Ratio 1:3 
We have two rooms for our Little Bunnies in order to keep group sizes small. By keeping groups small, allows your baby to start their nursery journey through building strong bonds with their key person and other carers and begin to show interest and develop relationships with their peers. 
Both rooms provide a warm, loving and stimulating environment in which your baby can develop their earliest skills and stimulate their senses. It is well equipped with relevant resources, equipment and materials for your baby’s age and stage of development. Different areas are set up for your baby’s exploration such as a curiosity corner, small world and home corner. A cosy area is provided (as in all groups) for your baby to ‘take a break’ and babies learn to recognise when they need to take time out. This is equipped with soft furnishings, cuddly toys and books. 

We have a separate sleep room that is equipped with cots and fresh bedding and is a calm and soothing environment for your baby to rest.

Daily record books are provided to detail what your baby has had to eat and drink, nappy changes and sleep times and a brief outline of your baby’s day. We ask you to provide nappies, formula / expressed milk, any comforters your baby may have and a change of clothes.

Little Hedgehogs                            18 months – 2 ½ years approx
Staff ratio 1:3 (under 2) & 1:4 (over 2)

Your toddler, growing fast will be encouraged to experiment in a variety of new experiences on offer to them that are designed to enhance their awareness of mathematical concepts, sounds, the world around them and creative arts, etc. Their imagination and understanding of different roles will be supported through the use of a large role play/home area. 
They will be able to choose their own equipment and resources to play with as they are accessible at all times throughout the day. Regardless of what they choose to play with we know that it will support their learning in many different ways. Adult-led activities are planned, taking individual children’s next steps and interests into consideration.
Your toddler’s emerging self-help skills and independence are developed as they are encouraged to tidy away, wash hands and access their own drinking water when needed. Your toddler will become actively involved in activities that develop their social skills such as games involving turn taking, group activities requiring sharing and circle time that necessitates speaking and listening. 
Information regarding eating, sleeping, nappy changes, etc is recorded on a daily record sheet (up to 2 years old) and mattresses are provided should your toddler require a short nap after lunch.
Little Squirrels          
2 ½ - 3+ years approx
Staff Ratio 1:4 (under 3) & 1:8 (over 3)
There are 3 rooms in this age group and your child will have free access to all 3 for the majority of the day.  Each room will have activities set up with children’s interests and next steps in mind. We use ‘In the moment planning’ which allows practitioners to provide inspiring and engaging activities for children’s current fascinations that expand their knowledge and learning. 
Circle time in this group enables your child to develop an awareness of the needs and feelings of others, develop mathematical concepts such as counting and communication skills through fun group games. 
Your child will be encouraged to explore and take risks in activities and tasks that will build their confidence, self-esteem and resilience.  We encourage lots of independence from hanging their belongings on their personalised peg to making their own sandwiches for tea.

Little Badgers          
3+ - 5 years approx
Staff Ratio 1:8

We class this group as our pre-school. It is a large space with different areas that promote various aspects of learning. We provide many exciting opportunities for your child to make discoveries, expand on their knowledge and further their learning. These can include literacy, arts, communication and ICT amongst others. We encourage independence with regards to toileting, dressing, interacting with peers and adults, problem solving, selecting and carrying out activities and managing conflict all in order to prepare your child for school. We use a traffic light system for behaviour management that allows children to recognise appropriate behaviours and to learn to manage emotions and change less desirable behaviours. We work in partnership with local schools to ensure smooth, happy transitions when the time comes for your child to leave nursery and start their journey through school. 
Our Garden

We have a large outdoor space for all children to access at different times of the day. We have various resources such as crates, tyres, logs, cable reels amongst others that allow open ended exploration. Children build their own dens, climbing structures and obstacle courses. Children are encouraged to take risks, building on their resilience and confidence.
A sensory garden allows children to quietly explore various plants that attract butterflies and bees and ones that have different textures and scents. Other objects within the sensory garden ignite children’s fascination.
FOOD AND MEALTIMES   
Georgie Porgie Nursery provides fresh home cooked food prepared on the premises and has a strong commitment to serving fresh vegetables, fruit and a well-balanced nutritious diet. We are able to cater for special dietary needs, for example vegetarians, cultural preferences and allergies.
Social skills are further encouraged by allowing the children to participate in quiet conversations during mealtimes. We see snack times as an ideal opportunity for children to gain independence through giving out fruit, etc taking turns and sharing fairly.

VIEWING THE NURSERY AND ENROLING YOUR CHILD

Once we have determined whether we have availability for your child to join the nursery, you will be invited to view the nursery. 
If after viewing, you would like to enrol your child, we will give you an enrolment form to be completed and returned, along with a £200 holding deposit.  The deposit is deducted from your first month’s invoice. However, it is non-refundable if you decide to not take up your place, you reduce the days required before starting or pushback the date by more than 1 week .  The deposit can be paid by bank transfer or cash.

Georgie Porgie Nursery has a minimum requirement of two full days per week. The daily rates cover 7.30am – 6pm.
0 – 2 YEARS

A 10% discount will be given for second older sibling.

Fees are reviewed annually and the next increase will be in May 25
All fees are payable one month in advance and one month’s notice is required to withdraw.
15/30 HOURS TERM TIME FUNDING FOR 3 & 4 YEAR OLDS

All children become eligible for 15 hours funding per week (FEEE) from the beginning of the term following their third birthday. Some children are also eligible for the extended entitlement funding (EEF) and additional 15 hours making 30 hours in total.

ACCESSING FUNDING – If you are entitled to the extra 15 hours (EEF), you will need to apply for and receive your eligibility code well before the strict cut-off date. We need your eligibility code and your national insurance number in order to process the funding. 
You must register on the Government’s website: www.childcarechoices.gov.uk
FUNDING -The flexible entitlement is provided over 37/38/39 weeks of the year. The number of weeks in each term may fluctuate slightly each year but is usually; Autumn Term 14 weeks, Spring Term 11 or 12 weeks and Summer Term 12 or 13 weeks. Depending on which term the entitlement starts, we stretch the weekly allowance of 15/30hours equally over the months. We then invoice in equal monthly instalments. 
We do offer very limited stand-alone funded places 

The funding we receive does not cover the cost everything that we provide, therefore we charge a consumable fee per funded hour.

TERMS AND CONDITIONS
· The nursery is open from 7.30 am. to 6 pm. We are open Monday to Friday, except for recognised Bank holidays. Fees are payable for Bank Holidays as they are taken into account when our prices are set.
· Attendance fees are detailed on the enclosed price list.  Places booked in advance will require a £200 deposit which will be refunded within your first month’s fees. The deposit will not be refunded if you change your mind about the nursery place, reduce the days booked or push back your start date by more than 1 week. Two months’ notice is needed to reduce days or if you decide not to take the space booked. If two months’ notice isn’t given, all fees will be payable. Fees are due a month in advance, payable by the first of the month.  If fees are paid late there will be a £50 late payment fee which will increase to £100 if not paid within 48 hours of the late payment notification from Famly. · Fees are reviewed annually in May. 

· No reduction in fees can be offered in the event a child is absent through illness, holiday or any other reason and we are unable to swap sessions.
· A fee of £10 will be charged if a child is regularly collected later than agreed. 
· One month’s notice is required if you wish to withdraw your child from the nursery or change your child’s days/hours.

· It is the responsibility of the parents/carers to inform the nursery of any changes in circumstances, contact details, etc

· Medicines can only be administered on completion of the nursery medicine form.   If a child has asthma inhaler it must be carried at all times.  We are unable to accept any child suffering from an infectious disease until the recognised isolation period has passed. In addition children suffering from sickness and diarrhoea must have a clear 48 hours before returning to the nursery. The Proprietor or Manager/Deputy Manager reserves the right to refuse a sick child entrance to the nursery. However, should a child become sick within our care, every effort will be made to contact the parents.In the case of an emergency the Proprietor or Manager/Deputy Manager reserves the right to take the child to hospital whilst contact is made with the parents.

· Each child will require at least one full change of clothes and a sun hat/cream in summer and hat, scarf and wellies in winter. All clothes must be clearly labelled

· Jewellery of any kind must not be worn to Nursery. Small stud earrings are acceptable.
· We discourage children from bringing personal items into the nursery, as these can become lost or broken, but comforters are welcome.
· The nursery does not accept responsibility for the loss or damage of personal items, please do not send your child into nursery with expensive/designer clothes or shoes 

· The use of mobile phones is prohibited, with the exception of the nursery office. This applies to staff, parents and any visitors. 

· Babysitting services are not provided by the nursery. Georgie Porgie nursery does not accept responsibility for any arrangements made with Georgie Porgie staff for care of children outside of nursery hours/premises.

· Complaints procedure – complaints may be referred to the Proprietor/Manager. They will be recorded, dated and dealt with keeping the parents informed of the outcome.
